Dear Parents and Carers,   

Proposal to change the length of the school day – EYFS/KS1 class  

I am writing to inform you of a proposed change to the structure of the school day for the EYFS/KS1 
class here at Stillington School. This is to:   

Change the finish time for the EYFS/KS1 class from 3.15pm to 3.30pm with effect from  Monday 
6 November 2023  

We believe that this change will be beneficial to the school community, reducing the time spent by 
parents and our younger children waiting on the playground for siblings in the KS2 class. It will also 

ensure that the whole school meets the Department of Education’s new expectation that state-funded mainstream 
schools deliver a school week of at least 32.5 hours by September 2024, at the latest.  

This change will initially be for a trial period, from 6 November 2023 until Christmas. During the trial period we will 
invite parents/carers to contribute their views, via an online survey, on the change of the finish time for EYFS/KS1. Gov-
ernors can then consider how a permanent change may affect you, before making a final  decision for January 2024.
