As a school, we aim for 95% attendance from all our pupils.

All children will have days when they’re not able to go to school, whether
that’s due to illness, holiday or a family emergency, and the occasional
day off is unlikely to affect their education.

However, missing too much school can be seriously detrimental.

Pastoral Lead education across the school year —that’s nearly four weeks!.

Poor attendance often starts at primary school, and children who fall into this pattern are likely to undera-
chieve at secondary school. Friendships can be affected by persistent absence, too: it can be hard for a child
who misses lots of school to form relationships with their classmates.

Poor attendance also reflects badly on your child’s school. Ofsted expect all schools to have good attendance
rates, and they are marked down in inspections if their absence figures are too high.

We kindly ask that, wherever possible, all appointments are made out of school time - though we know this cannot
always be the case. We are sure you will agree that we all want our children to succeed, and good attendance is
proven to give children the maximum learning time possible.

Taking all this into consideration, any requests for holidays during term-time will not be authorised, unless there are
exceptional circumstances (these are set out by the government).
