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 We have had another lovely week in the Infants this week—enjoying exploring our topics and learning lots 
of amazing things. 

In Nursery and Reception, the children were fascinated to look at nocturnal animals, linking this to our sto-
ry, ‘Owl Babies.’ The children have been creating owls in different ways and using these to help us tell the 
story. We have also looked at hedgehogs as part of our counting this week. 

In Years 1 and 2, we have explored the different settings in our class book. The children have been building 
up to creating a setting description based on a setting that they have created themselves. They worked 
really hard to build up the descriptive language in their settings. They have also had great fun in science,  
experimenting to find the most and least stretchy materials in our classroom. 

It’s wonderful to have the children back in school after the holidays, ready for the final stretch before 
the summer holidays. We have lots of wonderful activities planned for the half term, including our trip 
to the Countryside Day at Harrogate Show next week and our play later in the half term. This week we 
have been continuing with our money topic in maths, developing our acting skills in English and contin-
uing with our history topic about life in Roman Britain. We have also started our Geography topic, 
which looks at the human and physical geography of Scotland.  

 

KS2 children have had such an interesting week! They 
have been developing their understanding of space.      
Earlier this week, they thoroughly enjoyed their session 
with Mrs Free from Malton High School, who came to 
demonstrate lots of  fascinating facts about how our solar 
system came into being. They learned about how gravity 
works and explored the relative distances of the planets to 
each other.  

They have also been learning more about resolving       
conflict in our PSHE sessions, and about Hinduism in our
